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Throughout high school, Ann Caffery was a very active student. She participated in almost every sport Belmont offered; including basketball, track and field and soccer. Throughout her high school athletic career, she managed to win several softball championships as well as ranking high in track.
 Ann went on to win Belmont’s senior “Athlete of the Year” award as well as receiving a scholarship to the University of Victoria due to her high achievements in academics and athletics. At UVic, Ann continued to play tennis, badminton, volleyball and basketball. She even won the city championship in tennis. Ann also pursued rowing and was named to Canada’s 1980 Olympic team to be held in Moscow, but unfortunately didn’t get to compete because of the western boycott of the Games. 


Today, Ann is still an active member of the athletic community. She continues to play golf and to coach kids. She hopes to be able to inspire youth to pursue sports and try hard as her previous coaches did for her. 
Sports have played a big part in Ann Caffery’s life. Through athletics, Ann received scholarships, was awarded the opportunity to represent her country and even met her late husband Cliff Kilduff (another Belmont sports hall of famer) on the tennis court. When asked if she had any advice for student athletes today, Ann said “Keep trying different sports, because it’s amazing how you can find your niche doing something you never though you’d be good at. If one thing doesn’t suit you, try something else.”
